media. These drug trafficking
and distribution by AA terrorists
are a danger not only for Myan-
marhuf fn regiomal eonmmitries. Tn
the past, [have said thatthe AA
terrorists have been relyimg on
narentic drigs for their standing.
Now, 3,428 Idlogrammecs of ICE
and 2,198 Kilogrammes of Keta-
mine worth K195.85 hillion to be
distributcd to Rakhinc State and
Malaysia were seized n the last
waak nf Septembear Based onin-
formation providod by a respon-
sinle citizen who did not wish to
tolerate drug trafficking and the
torrorist acts of the AA torrorists,
authorities learned that rarcotic
drugs were being transported
from Shan State through Yangon
to be sent on to Rakhine State
and Malaysia. Acting on this in-
formation, a scarch and seizurc
operation. was coenducted. As a
result, on the Hlegu-Phaungeyi
rcad in Hiegu Township, author-
ities intercepted a vehicle driven
by Aung Khant Kyaw. together
with conductor Htct Wai Phyo,
and selzed 1,43¢ Klogrammes

According tc the confessions of
the arrested suspects, in addition
to those who arranged the drug
trafficking, further investigation
led to the arrest of Zaw Lin and
Saw 7in Min Han from Sipintha
Village, Itartabin Township. At
their homes. authorities sezed
1,999 kilngrammes of ICE worth
approximately K42.97 billion,
along with the offenders. Sim-
ilarly, from z warehouse at the
residence of Kyaw Naing near
Thamasaittz Village in Thong-
wa Trwmship, authorities seized
2,198 kilogrammes of ketamine
worth about E104.9 billicn, togeth-
er with the drivers, conductors,
and vchicles uscd for transpor-
tation. The seized narcotic drugs
were traced hack tn the Wamhai
arcain Kchsi Township, Loilem
District of southern Shan State.
They were being fransported hy
those in charge of busincess sce-
tion of the AA terrorists, Ye Zaw
and Chit Min, who had arranged
to move the drugs from Wamhai
through Yamethin, Yangon, and
Rakhine State, and then onward
to Malaysia via maritime routes.
The arrests were made while this
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Maj-Gen Zaw Min Tun.

operation was underway:

The AA terrorist group has
been involved indmig trafficking
and distribution through various
means since around 2013. They
have used multiple methods of
packaging and cven conecaled
drugs inside fuel bowsers for
franspartation. To ensure large-
scale drug trading, they have
transported narcotics ranging
from small to massive quantities.
Confessions from arrested mem-
bers of the AA insurgents also
revealed that these drug trans-
port and distribution opcrations
were carried out under direct
instructions from the group’s
lzader, Tun Myat Naing. In con-
nection with the AA terrorist
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group, drug seizures have been
made as follows: one case 201
worth ahout K1.65 hillion; four
cases in 2019 worth about K59
billion; one case in 2020 worth
about K10 hillion; "wo cases in
2022 worth about K155.07 billion;
two cases In 2024 worth about
E3.22 hilliom; and six cases sofar
in 2025 worth about K1.003.93 bil-
lion. From 2015 up to the pres-
ent, there have heen a total of
16 drug scizure cascs linked
to the AA terrorist group, with
an overall value amounting to
approximately Ki1,233.67 bil-
lion. These figures clearly show
the magnitude and danger of the
problem. It also demonstrates
how the AA terrorist group has

been transporting narcotic drugs
from areas under its control in
Rakhine State tovarious regions
across the coumtry In the 2023
drug seizure case linked to the
AA terrorist group, st members
ofthe gropwere involved —Tim
Lin taka) I’yone Cho at the level
of Lieutenant, Nay Lin Tun (aka)
Nor Naw (aka) Kyaw Soe af the
rank of Sceond Licutcnant, See
Tun at the rank of Second Lien-
tenant, Kyaw Han af the rank
of Scagcant, Frivate Kyaw Lin
San, and Privatz U Tun Nu. Upon
systematic nvestigation, it was
found - bascd on their confos-
sions —that they were operating
mmider the direct instructioms of
AA terrorist group leader Tun
Mpyat Naing, and that the oper-
ation was led and managed by
Eyaw Myat Oo (aka) Thar Thar
taka) Wai Tha Tun at the rankof
Colone] of the AA tervorist group.
Similarly, in subscquent eascs,
those arrested were also found
to be individuals connected with
the AA terrorist group and ac-
tvely imvolved in drug operations
organized and overseen by the
group’s leadership.
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
